Asking Questions That Yield Bold Innovation
Bold innovations…
…Impact the Lives of Learners, so ask:
· What is the impact that I am/we are committed to making in the lives of our children, our families?

· Is it enough for learners to know information/facts or, in today’s world, what additional goals must we meet for learners?

…Question the existing paradigm for Jewish educational experience, so ask:
· In what ways does a traditional school model achieve goals for today’s learners?

· What goals and needs are not met by the current paradigm?

…Create a new paradigm for experiencing Jewish learning, so ask:
· If a new structure is needed, how does it redefine who the learners are, who the teachers are, and when and where the learning takes place?

…Raise the bar of what is expected, so ask:
· To impact the lives of learners and create new paradigms, what more will be expected of students? Of teachers? Of parents? Of professional staff? Of the congregation?

…Expand the horizon of the possible, so ask:
· What risks am I/are we willing to take in order to achieve our goals?
