Listening for Educational Strategies
Research is ongoing about what strategies, educational designs and tools can impact the knowing, believing, belonging and living of learners. We will draw on the research later today. But we can also draw on the stories of people who are designing learning to meet these goals. The rabbis say that, in a disputed case, where the teaching is not clear, go out to the streets and see what the people are doing, and that is the correct ruling. 
In that spirit, go out “to the streets” and listen to what people are doing. Select two of the three presenters. You have twenty minutes for each story. Listen for the educational strategies that these educators have used to design meaning making learning. Record the strategies that stand out for you. 

Return to your working group and share what you have heard. Share your own stories and the strategies you have practice applying.
